【Submit Notification of Current Situation for Child Rearing Allowance】 

A notification of the current situation has been already sent to persons getting certified as the 

Child Rearing Allowance (Jido-Fuyo-teate) in the last July. Therefore, submit the notification to the reception counter 

by August 31 (Thu.) (it will not be accepted by post). If you fail to submit the notification, the payment for November / 

the subsequent months will not be done. Even if you do not receive it due to excess income, submission is required. 

 

【Renewal Procedure for Certification of Recipient Qualification of Medical Expenses for 

Single-Parent Families】 



In case any persons certified as the recipient qualification continue to keep the qualification, the renewal procedure is 

required. 

An application form for the renewal procedure has been sent to any eligible persons in the last July. Therefore, follow

*Even if you have already received the medical checkup, it will be permitted only to receive the medical checkup 

for brain.
