A Orange Ribbon Movement for Child Abuse Prevention

Do you know the phone number “189 (Ichi-Hayaku)” immediately connecting to a nearby Child Consultation
Center in the case of feeling “abuse”? You can call anonymously. Any secrets of notices/consultation will be

kept.

Child Abuse
“Child Abuse” means human rights violation for children by guardians, which can be classified into 4 categories. Any
acts are prohibited by law as impermissible acts.
+ “Physical abuse” such as beating/kicking.
- “Sexual abuse” such as obscene acts.
+ “Neglect” such as locking in the house / leave a child for a long time.

+ “Psychological abuse” such as intimidation by words and action / family quarrel and violence in front of children.

Young Carer
It means a young person who does the housework or takes care of family members person, etc. (which adults should

carry on the shoulder) on a daily base. It is a problem difficult to surface because of a sensitive issue in a family,

Issue of Certificate of Deduction for Social Insurance Premiums (National
Pension Insurance Premiums)

The full paid amount of National Pension Insurance Premiums (Kokumin-Nenkin-Hoken-ryo) will be available for
deduction of social insurance premiums for income/municipal/prefectural tax, etc. In order to take a deduction, it will
be required to submit any documents certifying the payment of premiums (in the case of using the “e-tax” system, it
will not be required).

For any persons who paid the premiums during the period of January 1 — September 30, 2023, the “Certificate of
Deduction for Social Insurance Premiums (National Pension Insurance Premiums)” will be sent from Japan Pension
Service (Nihon-Nenkin-Kiko) in early November. For any persons who paid the premiums for the first time during the
period of October 1 — December 31, 2023, the certificate will be sent in early February 2024. For year-end tax
adjustment / final tax return, use the certificate or receipt.

In addition, in the case of payment of National Pension Insurance Premiums for your family, it will be able to be added

to deduction of social insurance premiums for yourself. For more details, refer to the following Office.
