Number Card).” 

*You will be required to use the 4-digit PIN (“Electronic Certificate of User Proof”) set at the time of issue of the card. 

 

◎ Available Stores: Seven-Eleven / Lawson / FamilyMart / MINISTOP / AEON, etc. in Japan (excluding any stores 

where a multifunction machine is not installed).

● Used papers differ from any certificates issued at the counter of Inzai City Office. 

● In case of being free of fees (reduction/exemption) according to the Ordinance on Fees in Inzai City, it will not be 

permitted to issue any certificates. Therefore, acquire it at the counter.

Various Systems of Medical Expense Subsidies for Child-Rearing Households 

 

【Medical Expense Subsidies for Children (Kodomo-Iryohi-Josei)】 

Eligibility: Any children aged 0 years – equivalent to 3rd-grade high school students. 

◎ Method of Subsidy: In-kind benefits method (only pay the out-of-pocket expense after subsidies by using a coupon 

(application is required for issue). 

◎ Out-of-pocket expense: 200 yen (for outpatient per time), 200 yen (for inpatient per day), pharmacy services: free 

of charge. 

*Free of out-of-pocket expense on/after 11th day of hospitalization / 6th day of visiting a hospital in the same month at 

the same medical institution for medical examination in August 2023 and thereafter. For any households not subject to 

taxation of resident tax per income levy, free of charge. 

【Medical Expense Subsidies for Single-Parent Households】 

Eligibility: Any fathers/mothers and children in single-parent families. / Any persons (who bring up a child without 

parents) and the children. 

*Even if you do not receive child-rearing allowance due to receiving any public pension, you are permitted to be 

subsidized to a limited extent of income limitation. 

◎ Method of Subsidy: In-kind benefits method (only pay the out-of-pocket expense after subsidies by using a coupon 

(approval of recipient qualification is required for issue). 

◎ Out-of-pocket expense: 200 yen (for outpatient per time), 200 yen (for inpatient per day), pharmacy services: free 

of charge. 

*For any households not subject to taxation of resident tax per income levy, free of charge. 

 

<Common Contents> 

◎ Eligible Medical Expense: 

Any medical expense covered by any health insurance. 

*Excluding medical expense due to any disease/injury under control of a school eligible for the accident benefits system 

by Japan Sport Council or medical examination by third party’s action. In case of any subsidies available under another 

publicly funded health care system or provision of high-cost medical expense benefits / additional benefits, each system 

will be prioritized. 

◎ Attentions: 

The right of application will expire in 2 years after the following date of payment date. If any unqualified person use the 

coupon, it will be subject to refund request. Therefore, in case of non-qualification due to moving-out, etc., do not forget 

to return/destroy the coupon.

Routine vaccination is conducted according to each eligible age decided by law. After each eligible age, it will be 

required to get a vaccination optionally for a fee. 

The deadline of vaccination is March 31 (Fri.). Therefore, make sure to check if finished by reading the “Mother and 

Child Handbook (Boshi-Techo).”

(2) Send a copy of all of vaccination records on the “Mother and Child Handbook” and an application form for re-issue 

(described on the website of Inzai City) to Chuo Health Center.

In case of having not got a vaccine yet, get a vaccine immediately.
