(Home Fire Prevention Measures) 

Habits 

1. Absolutely do not smoke in bed. 

2. Keep stoves away from flammable materials. 

3. Always turn off the gas stove and other cooking appliances when leaving them unattended. 

Measures 

1. Install residential fire alarms. 

2. Use fire-resistant curtains and similar products to prevent the spread of fire. 

3. Install home fire extinguishers.

Childcare Information 
Various Medical Expense Assistance Programs for Child-Rearing Households 

【Child Medical Expense Assistance】 

Eligibility: Ages 0 to high school equivalent 

◎Assistance Method: In-kind benefit system where recipients use vouchers (application required for issuance) to pay 

their copayment. 

◎Copayment: ¥200 per outpatient visit, ¥200 per inpatient day, free prescription dispensing 

※Starting with medical services provided in August 2023, no copayment applies for hospital stays beyond the 11th day 

or outpatient visits beyond the 6th day at the same medical institution within the same month. Households exempt from 

the income portion of resident tax are fully covered. 

【Medical Expense Assistance for Single-Parent Families, etc.】 

Eligibility: Fathers or mothers in single-parent families and their children; caregivers raising children without both 

parents and those children 

※Individuals receiving public pensions, etc.,who are not receiving Child Support Allowance are also eligible if their 

income falls within the limit. 

◎Assistance Method: In-kind benefit system where recipients pay the subsidized copayment using a subsidy voucher 

(issuance requires eligibility certification). 

◎Copayment Amount: ¥200 per outpatient visit, ¥200 per inpatient day, free prescription dispensing. 

※Households exempt from the income portion of resident tax pay nothing. 

【Common】 

●Eligible Medical Expenses: Expenses covered by health insurance ※Some exclusions apply, or combination with 

other systems may be prohibited.  

●Special fees incurred when requesting brand-name drugs for medications with available generic equivalents (effective 

October 2024) are excluded. ※See the Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare website for details. 

●The right to apply for reimbursement through the subsidy program is valid for two years from the day after payment. 

●If an ineligible person uses a subsidy voucher, reimbursement may be demanded. If eligibility is lost due to moving out, 

etc., return the voucher or destroy it at your own responsibility.
